LATAR BELAKANG

2.1 Pindaan Peraturan Akademik dan Panduan Sistem Peraturan Akademik
bagi program ljazah Sarjana Muda dan program Diploma telah diluluskan
oleh Mesyuarat Senat Bil. 4/2019 yang bersidang pada 24 April 2019 dan
selanjutnya disahkan oleh Mesyuarat Lembaga Pengarah Universiti Bil.
5/2019 yang bersidang pada 15 Ogos 2019.

2.2 Pindaan yang dilakukan adalah selaras dengan perkembangan semasa
program akademik dan pelaksanaan keputusan-keputusan dasar yang

telah diputuskan oleh Senat Universiti.

MUKADDIMAH

Dokumen ini menggariskan dasar-dasar yang dibuat oleh Senat untuk menjamin
standard pendidikan dan pengijazahan program pengajian ljazah Sarjana Muda
dan Diploma di Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka (UTeM). Dokumen ini
diterbitkan kepada semua pelajar, Fakulti dan staf, yang semuanya
bertanggungjawab untuk membaca dan mematuhi dasar-dasar ini.
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BAHAGIAN |
1.1 DEFINISI

Dalam Peraturan-Peraturan ini, melainkan jika konteksnya menghendaki makna
yang lain—

“Aegrotat” ertinya pemberian status lulus dan memenuhi syarat penganugerahan
ljazah Sarjana Muda atai Diploma kepada mana-mana pelajar yang tidak
menamatkan pengajian kerana hilang keupayaan secara kekal atau telah meninggal
dunia tertakluk kepada Polisi Penganugerahan ljazah, Diploma, Sijil dan Kepujian
Akademik Lain Secara Aegrotat dan Anumerta.

“Anumerta” ertinya penganugerahan sesuatu ijazah, diploma, sijil dan kepujian
akademik lain kepada seseorang pelajar selepas beliau meninggal dunia tertakluk
kepada Polisi Penganugerahan ljazah, Diploma, Sijil dan Kepujian Akademik Lain
Secara Aegrotat dan Anumerta.

“beban kredit” ertinya jumlah bilangan kredit kursus yang diambil oleh pelajar di
dalam sesuatu semester.

“CGPA” (Cumulative Grade Point Average) ertinya purata himpunan mata nilai yang
diperolehi bagi semua semester yang telah diikuti.

“Daftar Semula (DS)” ertinya status pelajar yang gagal tahun satu semester
pertama pengajian dan dibenarkan memulakan semula pengajian pada Sesi
Akademik berikutnya.

“Dekan” ertinya ketua Fakulti yang dilantik oleh Naib Canselor.

“Fakulti” ertinya Pihak Berkuasa Universiti yang diberi tugas oleh Senat bagi
menjalankan program akademik dan memperakukan penganugerahan ljazah
Sarjana Muda atau Diploma kepada pelajar.

“GPA” (Grade Point Average) ertinya purata mata nilai gred yang diperolehi dalam
sesuatu semester.

“gred” ertinya abjad bagi menunjukkan pencapaian pelajar dalam sesuatu kursus.

“jam pertemuan” ertinya sesi pengajaran dan pembelajaran rasmi yang dijalankan
secara bersemuka.

“JKL” ertinya Jumlah Kredit Lazim yang ditentukan oleh Fakulti untuk sesuatu tahun
pengajian.

“KB” ertinya Kedudukan Baik.

“Kedudukan Akademik” ertinya kod yang digunakan bagi menyatakan Kedudukan
Akademik pelajar.
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“KBA” ertinya Kedudukan Baik Anugerah
“KBTT” ertinya Kedudukan Baik Tamat Tempoh

“Kemasukan Terus” ertinya pelajar yang diterima masuk terus ke tahun dua
berdasarkan pengecualian kredit yang diluluskan oleh Universiti.

“kerja kursus” ertinya sebarang bentuk penilaian yang dibuat dalam tempoh
perkuliahan sesuatu semester.

“KG” ertinya Kedudukan Gagal.
“kredit” ertinya unit ukuran beban bagi sesuatu kursus.

“Kredit Dapat” ertinya jumlah kredit yang diperolehi bagi kursus yang lulus
termasuk kursus yang diluluskan Pindah Kredit.

“Kredit Kira” ertinya jumlah kredit yang diperolehi bagi kursus yang lulus dan
diambil kira dalam pengiraan GPA dan CGPA.

“kredit untuk bergraduat” ertinya jumlah kredit minimum dalam struktur kurikulum
yang ditetapkan oleh Fakulti dengan kelulusan Senat yang pelajar wajib lulus untuk
bergraduat.

“KS” ertinya Kedudukan Bersyarat.

“kurikulum” ertinya susunan kursus bagi sesuatu program.

“kursus” ertinya ialah komponen-komponen sesuatu program.

“Kursus Audit” ertinya mana-mana kursus yang diambil oleh pelajar yang bukan
merupakan keperluan kurikulum program yang sedang diikuti.

“Mata Nilai Gred” ertinya nilai angka setara bagi setiap gred.

“Kursus Elektif” ertinya kursus pilihan yang ditawarkan dalam sesuatu kursus bagi
memenuhi syarat pengijazahan.

“Kursus Wajib Universiti” ertinya kursus yang ditentukan oleh pihak Senat yang
wajib diambil oleh semua pelajar.

“Kursus Terbuka Leluasa Atas Talian (MOOC)” ertinya kursus atas talian yang
disasarkan untuk diikuti secara leluasa tanpa had dengan akses terbuka menerusi
web.

“pelajar” ertinya individu yang telah menyempurnakan pendaftaran untuk mengikuti
sesuatu program.

”pelajar baharu” ertinya pelajar yang telah mendaftar sebagai pelajar di Universiti
dan berada di tahun satu semester pertama termasuk pelajar Kemasukan Terus.
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“pelajar kanan” ertinya pelajar yang telah melalui sekurang-kurangnya satu (1)
semester pengajian di Universiti.

“pelajar khas” ertinya pelajar tahun akhir yang mendaftar hanya satu kursus yang
pernah diikuti.

“pembelajaran terdahulu” ertinya ilmu pengetahuan, kemahiran atau sikap yang
diperoleh sebelumnya dan mencakupi pengalaman terdahulu.

“penangguhan pengajian” ertinya status pelajar yang tidak mengikuti pengajian
pada sesuatu semester atas sebab-sebab tertentu dengan kelulusan Universiti.

“pengajian” ertinya peringkat pembelajaran untuk mendapatkan ljazah Sarjana
Muda atau Diploma.

“Pengakreditan Pengalaman Berasaskan Pembelajaran Terdahulu (APEL)”
ertinya satu proses sistematik yang melibatkan pengenalpastian, dokumentasi dan
penilaian pengalaman pembelajaran terdahulu iaitu pengetahuan, kemahiran dan
sikap, untuk menentukan sejauh mana seseorang telah mencapai hasil
pembelajaran yang diinginkan, dan digunakan untuk mengakses ke sesuatu
program pengajian dan/atau untuk anugerah kredit.

“Pengakreditan Pengalaman Berasaskan Pembelajaran Terdahulu Bagi Tujuan
Penganugerahan Kredit (APEL Credit (C))” ertinya penganugerahan kredit
berdasarkan pengalaman pembelajaran terdahulu kepada sesuatu kursus di dalam
sesuatu program pengajian yang terakreditasi yang ditawarkan oleh sesebuah
penyedia pendidikan tinggi. APEL (C) menyediakan mekanisme untuk mengiktiraf
pengalaman pembelajaran yang terdahulu seseorang individu yang relevan dan
khusus kepada sesuatu kursus yang terkandung di dalam sesuatu program
pengajian. Kredit tersebut dianugerahkan berdasarkan pengetahuan dan kemabhiran
yang diperolehi secara pembelajaran bukan formal dan tidak formal.

”penggantungan pengajian” ertinya status pelajar yang tidak dibenarkan mengikuti
pengajian pada sesuatu semester atas sebab-sebab tatatertib dengan arahan
Universiti.

“penilaian formatif’ ertinya penilaian kemajuan seseorang pelajar sepanjang
kursus, di mana segala maklum balas dari aktiviti pembelajaran digunakan untuk
menambahbaik pencapaian pelajar berkenaan.

“penilaian sumatif’ ertinya satu ringkasan penilaian kemajuan pembelajaran
seseorang pelajar pada sesuatu jangka masa tertentu dan digunakan untuk
penggredan kursus pelajar berkenaan.

“peperiksaan akhir” ertinya penilaian yang dibuat ke atas pelajar pada akhir
semester untuk mengukur pencapaian akademik pelajar.

“Peperiksaan Khas” ertinya peperiksaan gantian bagi Peperiksaan Akhir.
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“perkuliahan” ertinya aktiviti pengajaran dan pembelajaran dalam satu tempoh
yang ditetapkan.

“Pindah Kredit” ertinya proses pemindahan kredit kursus yang telah diambil oleh
pelajar dalam sesuatu program terdahulu kepada program pengajian semasa yang
sedang diikuti. Proses ini membolehkan kredit yang diperolehi bagi kursus tersebut
dikira sebagai sebahagian daripada keperluan jumlah kredit untuk bergraduat bagi
program pengajian semasa. Pada asasnya, kursus yang boleh dipindahkan kredit
adalah kursus yang setara dengan kursus di program pengajian yang sedang diikuti
di Universiti.

“Pindah Kredit dengan Gred” ertinya pemindahan kredit kursus secara mendatar
(horizontal) bagi pelajar yang masih di dalam pengajian, pada tahap kelayakan yang
sama dengan program pengajian semasa yang sedang diikuti oleh pelajar di
Universiti.

“Pindah Kredit Tanpa Gred (juga dikenali sebagai Pengecualian Kredit)” ertinya
pemindahan kredit kursus secara menegak (vertical) atau mendatar (horizontal) bagi
pelajar yang telah tamat pengajian atau telah mencapai tahap kompetensi dalam
kursus berkenaan kepada program pengajian semasa yang sedang diikuti oleh
pelajar di Universiti.

“program” ertinya susunan kursus yang di struktur untuk suatu tempoh tertentu dan
peringkat pembelajaran, bertujuan mencapai hasil pembelajaran yang telah
ditentukan dan yang lazimnya menjurus kepada penganugerahan sesuatu
kelayakan.

“semester” ertinya jangkamasa pengajian dalam Sesi Akademik yang telah
ditetapkan oleh Universiti.

“Semester Khas” ertinya jangkamasa pengajian 8 minggu yang dijalankan semasa
cuti akhir Sesi Akademik.

“Semester Khas Permulaan” ertinya jangkamasa pengajian 8 minggu yang wajib
dijalani oleh semua pelajar baharu program Diploma sebelum bermula Semester I.

“Semester Lazim” ertinya jangkamasa pengajian 18 minggu yang ditetapkan oleh
Universiti.

“Senat” ertinya badan akademik tertinggi bagi Universiti di bawah Perlembagaan
Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka.

“Sesi Akademik” ertinya jangkamasa 12 bulan sebagaimana yang telah ditetapkan
oleh Senat.

“SMP” ertinya Sistem Maklumat Pelajar;

“status kursus” ertinya kod tambahan yang diberi semasa pendaftaran bagi
menggambarkan kedudukan kursus.

“tempoh maksimum pengajian” ertinya bilangan maksimum semester yang
dibenarkan bagi menamatkan sesuatu program.
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“Tempoh Pendaftaran Wajib Kursus” ertinya tempoh masa pelajar wajib membuat
pendaftaran kursus untuk semester berikutnya pada Minggu 13-15 semester

“Tempoh Pendaftaran Lewat Kursus” ertinya tempoh masa di antara Minggu 1-2
semester untuk mendaftar kursus bagi pelajar yang tidak membuat pendaftaran
kursus di dalam Tempoh Pendaftaran Wajib Kursus.

“transkrip” ertinya penyata rasmi yang mengandungi keputusan peperiksaan
sepanjang tempoh pengajian pelajar yang dikeluarkan oleh Universiti.

“Universiti” ertinya Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka.

1.2 INTERPRETASI

(1) Bagi maksud Peraturan-Peraturan ini, perkataan yang membawa maksud
tunggal juga akan merangkumi maksud majmuk dan sebaliknya.

(2) Pada bila-bila masa Peraturan-Peraturan ini merujuk setiap hari dalam
kalendar, apa-apa angka atau nombor tersebut hendaklah dirujuk kepada
hari-hari dalam kalendar Gregorian.

(3) Tajuk-tajuk dan tajuk-tajuk kecil dalam Peraturan-Peraturan ini dimasukkan
bertujuan untuk rujukan sahaja dan tidak boleh dibuat pertimbangan dalam
mentafsirkan Peraturan-Peraturan ini.

(4) Lampiran-lampiran yang dirujuk di dalam Peraturan-Peraturan ini (jika ada)
hendaklah diambil, dianggap, dibaca dan ditafsirkan sebagai bahagian yang
penting kepada Peraturan-Peraturan ini.

(5) Bagi maksud Peraturan-Peraturan ini, perkataan yang merujuk mana-mana
jenis jantina hendaklah termasuk semua jantina.

BAHAGIAN Il PART I
2. SESI AKADEMIK

(1) Sesi Akademik Universiti dibahagikan kepada dua Semester Lazim iaitu
Semester | dan Semester II. Setiap semester ini mengandungi 14 minggu
perkuliahan.

(2) Di samping dua Semester Lazim di atas, Universiti juga mempunyai Semester
Khas yang diadakan dalam masa cuti akhir Sesi Akademik. Semester ini
tidak termasuk dalam pengiraan tempoh pengajian yang ditetapkan bagi
sesuatu program.
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3) Bagi program Diploma, Universiti juga mempunyai Semester Khas Permulaan
yang diadakan sebelum bermula Semester | dan wajib dijalani oleh semua
pelajar baharu program Diploma.

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BAHAGIAN Il
PENDAFTARAN PROGRAM

Semua calon pelajar dimestikan membuat pendaftaran program yang
ditawarkan pada tarikh yang ditetapkan oleh Universiti.

Bagi calon pelajar yang tidak membuat pendaftaran program pada tarikh yang
ditetapkan tanpa sebab-sebab yang boleh diterima oleh Universiti, tawaran
program kepadanya hendaklah terbatal.

Pendaftaran program hendaklah dilakukan pada setiap semester. Walau
bagaimanapun, pendaftaran program bagi pelajar kanan dibuat secara
automatik oleh pentadbiran Universiti berdasarkan kepada keputusan
peperiksaan semester sebelumnya.

Pelajar kanan yang telah terputus pengajian disebabkan penangguhan
pengajian, penggantungan pengajian dan sebagainya hendaklah membuat
pendaftaran program semula.

Pelajar tidak dibenarkan menukar program pengajiannya.

BAHAGIAN IV
PENDAFTARAN KURSUS

Semua pelajar termasuk pelajar khas diwajibkan mendaftar setiap kursus
yang diambil pada setiap semester.

Semua pelajar mesti mendaftar kursus dengan kod yang betul.

Pelajar hanya boleh mendaftar mana-mana kursus yang telah ditetapkan dan
ditawarkan oleh Fakulti.

Pelajar Kemasukan Terus hendaklah mendaftar kursus mengikut kurikulum
kohort kemasukan Sesi Akademik sebelumnya.

Pelajar dibenarkan untuk mendaftar apa-apa kursus di luar kurikulum program
semasa sebagai Kursus Audit dengan kelulusan Dekan. Sekiranya Kursus
Audit yang diambil melibatkan Fakulti lain, kelulusan kedua-dua Dekan Fakulti
terlibat perlu diperolehi.

Pendaftaran kursus semester berikutnya mesti dibuat sebelum tamat Tempoh
Pendaftaran Wajib Kursus.

Pelajar yang tidak membuat pendaftaran kursus di dalam Tempoh

Pendaftaran Wajib Kursus mestilah mendaftar kursus di dalam Tempoh
Pendaftaran Lewat Kursus dan dikenakan denda. Pelajar yang masih gagal
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untuk mendaftar di dalam Tempoh Pendaftaran Lewat Kursus akan
diberhentikan dari pengajian, kecuali atas sebab-sebab yang dapat diterima
oleh Universiti dan akan dikenakan denda yang ditetapkan oleh Universiti.

Bagi pelajar yang mendapat keputusan KS atau gagal kursus pra-syarat,
pendaftaran kursus terdahulu adalah terbatal dan pelajar perlu membuat
pendaftaran semula kursus di dalam Tempoh Pendaftaran Lewat Kursus.

Pelajar yang mendapat KS hendaklah mendaftar kursus dengan jumlah 12
kredit. Dalam keadaan tertentu, pelajar boleh mendaftar lebih atau kurang
daripada 12 kredit tertakluk kepada kelulusan khas Dekan.

Pelajar boleh menambah dan/atau menggugurkan kursus tertakluk kepada
jumlah beban kredit yang dibenarkan sehingga minggu kedua (2) semester.

Bagi mendaftar kursus yang mempunyai pra-syarat, pelajar perlu lulus kursus
yang dipra-syaratkan.

Pelajar yang menangguhkan pengajian/ diarahkan oleh Universiti untuk
menangguhkan pengajian/digantung pengajian bagi Semester |l tidak
dibenarkan mendaftar kursus dan mengikuti Semester Khas kecuali
mendapat sokongan daripada Fakulti dan diluluskan oleh Senat.

Tarik Diri Kursus.

(@) Pelajar boleh menarik diri mana-mana kursus yang telah didaftarkan
dengan syarat baki jumlah kredit kursus yang berdaftar adalah tidak
kurang daripada kredit minimum (12 kredit) kecuali dengan kelulusan
khas Dekan.

(b)  Permohonan untuk menarik diri kursus hendaklah dibuat oleh pelajar
tidak lewat daripada hari bekerja terakhir di dalam minggu ke 13
semester berkenaan.

(c) Tarik diri kursus Wajib Universiti adalah tidak dibenarkan kecuali
dengan kelulusan khas Dekan.

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BAHAGIAN V
SISTEM KREDIT

Setiap kursus mempunyai nilai kredit tertentu yang diluluskan oleh Universiti
iaitu ukuran kuantitatif yang melambangkan volum pembelajaran atau beban
pembelajaran untuk mencapai hasil pembelajaran kursus tersebut.

Beban pembelajaran adalah ukuran kuantitatif semua aktiviti pembelajaran
yang diperlukan untuk mencapai satu set hasil pembelajaran. Aktiviti ini
termasuklah kuliah, tutorial, seminar, praktikal, pembelajaran kendiri,
pencarian maklumat, kajian, kerja lapangan serta persediaan dan menduduki
peperiksaan.

Bagi tujuan pengiraan jam pembelajaran pelajar, satu (1) jam kredit dinilai
sebagai 40 jam pembelajaran nosional.

Beban Kredit Setiap Semester

(@) Semua pelajar hendaklah mengambil sekurang-kurangnya 12 kredit
dalam sesuatu semester kecuali pada semester akhir pelajar.

(b) Semua pelajar program Diploma dan program ljazah Sarjana Muda
Kejuruteraan dibenarkan mengambil maksimum 18 kredit bagi sesuatu
semester.

(c) Pelajar ljazah Sarjana Muda selain daripada program ljazah Sarjana
Muda Kejuruteraan dibenarkan mengambil maksimum 20 kredit bagi
sesuatu semester.

(d) Pelajar yang mengambil kurang daripada kredit minimum atau lebih
daripada kredit maksimum yang ditetapkan di atas perlu mendapat
kelulusan khas Dekan.

Pindah Kredit

(@) Pelajar boleh memohon untuk mendapatkan Pindah Kredit jika telah
lulus kursus yang sama atau setara atau mempunyai pengalaman
setara yang diiktiraf oleh Senat. Terdapat dua (2) kategori Pindah
Kredit iaitu Pindah Kredit Dengan Gred dan Pindah Kredit Tanpa Gred
(juga dikenali sebagai Pengecualian Kredit).

(b) Pindah Kredit Dengan Gred dan Pindah Kredit Tanpa Gred hendaklah
berasaskan kepada kesetaraan kursus yang diperolehi menerusi
pemetaan kursus (subject to subject mapping). Fakulti boleh
memberikan pertimbangan untuk Pindah Kredit berdasarkan syarat-
syarat berikut:-

0] Pelajar telah lulus kursus dengan mendapat sekurang-
kurangnya gred C;

(i) Nilai kredit kursus yang telah lulus sama dengan nilai
kredit kursus bagi program semasa yang diikuti di
Universiti;

(i)  Kandungan kursus yang telah lulus setara sekurang-
kurang 80% dengan kandungan kursus program yang
diikuti di Universiti; dan

(iv)  Kursus yang dipohon Pindah Kredit hendaklah daripada
program yang telah mendapat akreditasi/pengiktirafan
dari badan yang berautoriti di negara berkenaan.

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ACADEMIC REGULATIONS FOR BACHELOR DEGREE AND DIPLOMA
PROGRAMME OF UNIVERSITI TEKNIKAL MALAYSIA MELAKA

PREAMBLE

This document outlines the policies made by the Senate to ensure the standard
of education and award of the Bachelor degree and Diploma at the Universiti
Teknikal Malaysia Melaka (UTeM). This document is published to all students,
faculty and staff, all of whom are responsible for reading and adhering to these
policies.
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PART |
1.1 DEFINITION
In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires—
“Aegrotat” means the pass status and fulfilment of the requirements for the
conferment of the Bachelor Degree or diploma accorded to any student who is
unable to complete their studies due to permanent loss of ability or death, subject to
the Policy on Aegrotat and Posthumous Conferment of Bachelor Degree, Diploma,
Certificates and Other Academic Distinctions.
“Posthumous” means the conferment of the Bachelor Degree, diploma, certificates
and other academic distinctions to a student after his death subject to the Policy on
Aegrotat and Posthumous Conferment of Bachelor Degree, Diploma, Certificates
and Other Academic Distinctions.

“credit load” means the total number of credits undertaken by a student in a
semester.

“CGPA” (Cumulative Grade Point Average) means the average sum of grade point
values obtained for all semesters.

“Re-Registration (DS)” means the status of a student who has failed the first year
of first semester and is allowed to recommence his studies in the next Academic
Session.

“Dean” means the head of a Faculty appointed by the Vice Chancellor.

“Faculty” means the University Authority, which is responsible for conducting
academic programmes, and is vested with the powers from the Senate to confer
Bachelor Degrees and Diplomas to students.

“GPA” (Grade Point Average) means the average Grade Point Values obtained in a
semester.

“grade” means the letter used to indicate a student’s achievement in a course.

“instructional meeting” means the formal face-to-face teaching and learning
session.

“JKL” means the Total Number of Regular Credits as determined by a Faculty for a
specific year of study.

“KB” means Good Academic Standing.

“Academic Standing” means the code used to indicate a student’s academic
standing.

“KBA” means Good Academic Standing Award.

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“KBTT” means Elapsed Good Academic Standing.

“Direct Entry” means a student who is enrolled directly into the second year of
study based on Credit Transfer approved by the University.

“coursework” means any form of assessment carried out in the duration of
instructional session of a semester.

“KG” means Failed Academic Standing.
“credit” means the unit of measurement for the load of a course.

“Credit Earned” means the total number of credits earned for courses passed
including Credit Transfer.

“Credit Counted” means the number of credits obtained for courses passed and is
taken into account in the calculation of the GPA and the CGPA.

“credit for graduation” means the number of credits in a curriculum structure
determined by the Faculty and approved by the Senate which a student must earn in
order to graduate.

“KS” means Conditional Academic Standing.

“curriculum” means the arrangement of courses organised for a programme.

“course” means components of a programme.

“Audit Course” means any course taken by a student which is not a requirement of
the current programme’s curriculum.

“Grade Point Value” means the equivalent numerical value for each grade.

“Elective Course” means the optional course offered within a course to fulfill the
graduation requirement.

“Compulsory University Course” means a course determined by the Senate that
shall be taken by all students.

“Massive Open Online Courses (MOOC)” means an online course aimed at
unlimited participation and open access via the web.

“student” means an individual who has completed registration to follow a
programme

“new student” means a person who has registered as a student at the University
and who is in the first semester of first year of study including the Direct Entry
students.
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“senior student” means a student who has completed at least one (1) semester of
study at the University.

“special student” means the final year student who only registers for one course
that has been previously taken.

“prior learning” means knowledge, skills or attitudes previously acquired and
includes prior experience.

“deferment of studies” means the status of the student who does not register for a
continuation of study in a semester due to specific reasons approved by the
University.

“studies” means the levels of learning in order to earn a Bachelor Degree or
Diploma.

“Accreditation of Prior Experiential Learning (APEL)” means a systematic
process that involves the identification, documenting and assessment of prior
experiential learning, i.e. knowledge, skills and attitudes, to determine the extent to
which an individual has achieved the desired learning outcomes and is used for
access to a programme of study and/or for the award of credit.

“APEL for Credit Award (APEL(C))” means the award of credits for a prior
experiential learning towards a course in an accredited programme of a higher
education provider (HEP). APEL(C) provides the mechanism to recognise the
individual’s prior experiential learning that is relevant and specific to a course within
a programme of study. The credit award is granted on the basis of the knowledge
and skills acquired through informal and non-formal learning.

“suspension of studies” means the status of a student who is barred from
attending any instructional meeting in a semester as directed by the University due
to disciplinary reasons.

“formative evaluation” means the assessment of student progress throughout a
course, in which the feedback from the learning activities is used to improve student
attainment.

“summative evaluation” means the assessment of learning, which summarises the
progress of the learner at a particular time and is used to assign the learner a course
grade.

“final examination” means the assessment carried out at the end of the semester
to measure students’ academic achievement.

“Special Examination” means a replacement examination for the Final
Examination.

“instructional session” means the teaching and learning activities in a specific
period.
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“Credit Transfer” means the process of transferring the credits for courses which a
student has undertaken in his previous programme to the current programme of
study. This process allows the credits that have been acquired to be counted as part
of the graduation credit requirement of the current programme that the students are
pursuing. Essentially, transferable credit should be from courses that are equivalent
to the courses of the programme of study being pursued at the University.

“Credit Transfer with Grade” means the horizontal transfer of course credits for a
student who is still actively studying, at the same level of qualification as the current
programme being followed by the student at the University.

“Credit Transfer without Grade (also known as Credit Exemption)” means the
transfer of course credits of a student who has graduated or has achieved
competency in the course either vertically or horizontally to the current programme of
study being attended by the student at the University.

“programme” means an arrangement of courses that are structured for a specified
duration and learning volume to achieve the stated learning outcomes, which usually
leads to an award of qualification.

“semester” means the duration of study in an Academic Session as stipulated by
the University.

“Special Semester” means an 8-week duration of study conducted at the end of an
Academic Session.

“Initial Special Semester”’ means the obligatory 8-week duration of study that must
be undertaken by new Diploma students before the commencement of Semester I.

“Regular Semester” means an 18-week duration of study determined by the
University.

“Senate” means the highest academic body of the University established under the
Constitution of Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka.

“Academic Session” means a 12-month duration as determined by the Senate.
“SMP” means Student Information System.

“course status” means the additional code given during registration in order to
reflect the standing of a course.

“maximum duration of study” means the maximum number of semesters allowed
in order to complete a programme of study.

“Compulsory Course Registration Period” means the period between Week 13-
15 of the semester during which a student must register for their courses for the
following semester.

“Late Course Registration Period” means the period between Week 1-2 of the
semester given to a student who failed to register courses during Compulsory
Course Registration Period, to register for the following semester’s courses.
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“transcript” means an official statement issued by the University listing all the
examination results obtained by a student during his duration of study.

“University” means Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka.
1.2 INTERPRETATION

(2) For the purpose of these Regulations, word importing the singular shall
include the plural and vice versa.

(2) At any time these Regulations refer every day in the calendar, such figures or
numbers shall be referred to the days of the Gregorian calendar.

(3) The titles and sub-headings of these Regulations are for reference only and
shall not affect the interpretation of these Regulations.

(4) The attachments referred to in these Regulations (if any) shall be taken,
considered, read and interpreted as an integral part of these Regulations.

5) For the purpose of these Regulations, word referring to any particular gender
shall include other gender.

PART Il
2. ACADEMIC SESSION

(1) The University Academic Session is divided into two (2) Regular Semesters
which are Semester | and Semester |l. Each semester consists of 14 weeks of
instructional sessions.

(2) In addition to these two Regular Semesters, the University also has one
Special Semester which is held during the semester break at the end of the
Academic Session. The Special Semester shall not be considered in
calculating the duration of study for a programme.

(3) For the Diploma programme, the University also has one Initial Special
Semester held prior to the commencement of Semester | and is made
mandatory for all new students of the Diploma programme.
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(4) The Academic Session is divided as shown in Table 1 and Table 2: -

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PART Il
PROGRAMME REGISTRATION

All student candidates must register for programme offered on the date
stipulated by the University.

For the student candidates who fail to register on the stipulated date without
any reason acceptable by the University, the programme offered shall be
revoked.

Programme registration shall be done every semester. However, programme
registration for the senior student will be done automatically by the University
administration based on the examination results of the previous semester.

A senior student shell re-register for the programme if he has a break in the
period of study due to deferment, suspension etc.

Students are not allowed to change the programme of study.

PART IV
COURSE REGISTRATION

All students including special students are required to register for all courses
taken in each semester.

All students must register for their courses with the correct codes.

Students are only allowed to register for courses as stipulated and offered by
the Faculty.

Direct Entry students shall register for courses according to the curriculum of
the cohort of the previous Academic Session.

Students are allowed to register for any course beyond the curriculum of the
current programme as an Audit Course with the permission of the Dean. If the
Audit Course involves other Faculties, the approval of both Deans is required.

Course registration for the following semester must be made within the
prescribed Course Registration Period.

A student who fails to register for the courses within the Compulsory Course
Registration Period is required to register the courses during the Late Course
Registration Period with penalty. A student who still fail to register during the
Late Course Registration Period shall be dismissed by the University, except
with reasons acceptable by the University and will be subjected to a penalty
determined by the University.
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A student with KS or failed pre-requisite courses, the previous registration of
courses is considered void, and he has to re-register for all courses during the
Late Course Registration Period.

A student with KS shall register for courses with the total of 12 credits. Under
certain circumstances, a student may register for more or fewer than a total of
12 credits subject to the Dean’s special approval.

A student may add and/or drop courses until the end of week 2 of the
semester subject to the total number of credit load allowed.

In order to register for a course with a pre-requisite, the student needs to pass
that particular pre-requisite course.

A student who defers his study/instructed by the University to defer his
study/whose study is suspended by the University for Semester Il is not
allowed to register for courses and to attend the Special Semester except with
recommendation from the Faculty and approved by the Senate.

Course Withdrawal

(@) A student may withdraw from any course registered with the condition
that the remaining total of the course credits must not be less than the
minimum number of credits (12 credits) except with the Dean’s special
approval.

(b)  The application for the withdrawal of courses must be made no later
than the last working day of week 13 of the semester.

(c)  The withdrawal from the Compulsory University course is not allowed
except with the Dean’s special approval.

PART V
CREDIT SYSTEM

All courses have specific credit values as quantitative measurement approved
by the University to represent the learning volume or learning load in
achieving the learning outcomes of the courses.

The learning load is the quantitative measurement of all learning activities
required to achieve a set of learning outcomes. These activities include
attending lectures, tutorials, seminars, and doing practicums, independent
studies, information searches, research, field studies, as well as preparing
and sitting for examinations.

For the purpose of calculating the student learning time, one (1) credit hour is
equivalent to 40 hours of notional learning.

All students shall take at least twelve (12) credits in a semester, except
in the final semester.

All Diploma and Bachelor of Engineering students are allowed to take a
maximum of 18 credits in a semester.

All non-Engineering Bachelor Degree students are allowed to take a
maximum of 20 credits in a semester .

A student taking fewer than the minimum credit or more than the
maximum credits allowed must obtain the Dean’s special approval.

Credit Transfer

A student may apply for Credit Transfer if he has passed the same or
equivalent course or has an equivalent experience recognised by the
Senate. There are two (2) categories of Credit Transfer namely Credit
Transfer with Grade and Credit Transfer without Grade (also known as
Credit Exemption).

Credit Transfer with Grade and Credit Transfer without Grade shall be
based on the equivalency of courses which are acquired through
course mapping. The Faculty may consider awarding Credit Transfer
under the following conditions: -

0] The student has passed the course with at least C grade;

(i) The credit value of the passed course which has been passed is
equal to the credit value of the course of the current programme
attended at the University

(i)  The curriculum of the passed course that has been passed is at
least 80% equivalent to the curriculum of the course of the
current programme attended at the University; and

(iv)  The course applied for Credit Transfer shall be from an
accredited/recognised programme by an authorised body of the
country concerned.

For all Bachelor of Engineering programmes, the permitted total Credit
Transfer with Grade shall not exceed 50% of the total credits for
graduation. Subject to the conditions of residency, there is no
maximum percentage imposed for Credit Transfer with Grades for
other programmes.

For all programmes of study, the permitted total Credit Transfer without
Grades (also known as Credit Exemption) from a lower qualification

level to a higher qualification level shall not exceed 30% of the total
amount of credits required for the award of the Bachelor Degree.

For all Bachelor of Engineering, Engineering Technology and Diploma
in Engineering programmes, the permitted total Credit Transfer without
Grades (also known as Credit Exemption) between programmes of the
same level shall not exceed 50% of the total amount of credits for
graduation for the programme. However and subject to the conditions
of residency, there is no maximum percentage imposed for Credit
Transfer without Grades (also known as Credit Exemption) for other
programmes.

For all Bachelor of Engineering/Engineering Technology and Diploma
in Engineering programmes, the combination of Credit Transfer With
Grade and the Credit Transfer Without Grade (also known as Credit
Exemption) shall not exceed 50% of the total credit for graduation.
Subject to the conditions of residency, there is no maximum
percentage imposed for other programmes.

Credit Transfer without Grade (also known as Credit Exemption) up to
a maximum of 30% of the total credits for graduation may be awarded
for credits obtained through APEL(C) or for passing the University
MOOC Competency Test subject to a minimum of two (2) semester
residency condition for the Bachelor Degree and one (1) semester for
the Diploma programme. This transfer of credit will be in addition to the
permissible limit for Credit Transfer without Grade mentioned in
paragraphs (iv) and (v).

A new student may apply to the Faculty for Credit Transfer within one
(1) week after the student's first semester registration.

A senior student who has passed the University MOOC Competency
Test may apply for Credit Transfer without Grade (also known as Credit
Exemption) to the Faculty during the first week of the semester.

Credit Calculation of Failed Courses

A student who fails in any course, including courses with the
Compulsory Attendance Course (HW) status, shall repeat the same or
equivalent course until a pass is obtained. For the purpose of the
CGPA calculation, Credit Counted and the latest Grade Point Value of
the repeated course shall be taken into account and the previous Credit
Counted and Grade Point Value shall be annulled.

A student who fails in any Elective Course needs not necessarily repeat
the same course. For the purpose of calculating the CGPA, Credit
Counted and Grade Point Value of the new Elective Course shall be
taken into account and the previous Credit Counted and Grade Point
Value shall be annulled.

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(© A student who fails Third Language or Co-curriculum course is allowed
to repeat other Third Language or Co-curriculum course. For the
purpose of calculating the CGPA, Credit Counted and Grade Point
Value of the new course shall be taken into account and the previous
Credit Counted as well as the Grade Point Value shall be annulled.

Credit Calculation of Audit Courses

(@) Compulsory Attendance (HW) status will be assigned to an Audit
Course. The course credit will not be taken into account in the GPA
and CGPA calculation but will be counted towards Credit Earned.

(b) A student is not allowed to repeat a failed Audit Course.

For engineering courses, the coursework marks shall not exceed 40%,
and the final examination marks shall not be less than 60%.

A student must apply to sit for the Special Examination subject to the
approval of the Senate.

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(b) Subject to the approval of the Senate, the Special Examination may be
held within a specified period of time and in accordance to the
procedures determined by the University as follows: -

0] A student who is unable to sit for the Final Examination due to
medical reasons.

(i)  Afinal year student who passes with a KB but fails one course of
the final two semesters, and the student has not yet exceeded
the maximum duration of study.

(i) A final semester student who passes with a KB but fails one
Repeat Course (UM) on the condition that the course is being
taken every time it is offered.

(iv)  Reasons for absence from the final examination other than (i)
and (ii) above shall not be considered unless with the approval
of the Senate.

(c)  The Special Examination shall not be held in the following cases:-

(1) Courses without final examinations.

(i) A student who fails to sit for the final examination without
reasons acceptable by the Senate.

Announcement of Course Grades

The Faculty shall display the final grades of every course within a period of
time determined by the University.

Course Grade Appeal
A student may appeal to the Faculty to re-evaluate the course grade for any
course within a specified period of time and in accordance to the procedure
determined by the University.

PART VI

ACADEMIC STANDING

The academic achievement of a student is evaluated using the GPA and the
CGPA.

(@) The Academic Standing of a student is determined at the end of each
Regular Semester as shown in Table 6:-

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Improving Academic Achievement

(@) A student is allowed to improve his course grades throughout the
duration of study with the following conditions:-

0] A D to C- grade is obtained.

(i) Improving grades for the same course or equivalent course is
allowed only once.

(i)  Grades for the Diploma Project and Final Year Project are not
allowed to be improved.

(b)  The better grade between the original and current grades shall be
taken for the calculation of the GPA and CGPA.

(c) A final semester student who has fulfiled the Credit Earned
requirement but obtains a KS shall be given the opportunity to improve
his Academic Standing with the following conditions:-

()  The maximum duration of study has not exceeded.

(i) Required to re-take a number of courses with the approval of
the Faculty.

(i) A student who fails to improve his Academic Standing by
earning KB shall be given KG and dismissed.

Announcement of Academic Standing Result

The Academic Standing result shall be announced to the students after the
endorsement of the Senate.

Status of Student’s Year of Study
The status of a student’s year of study shall be based on the student’s Credit
Earned (KD) according to the formula KD = JKL — 6, where JKL is the total
regular credits as set by the Faculty for the previous Academic Session.

PART IX
DEAN’S LIST
A student who obtains a GPA > 3.50 in a Regular Semester shall be placed
in the Dean’s List on the condition that the student has registered for no fewer

than twelve (12) credits in that semester. Students undergoing Industrial
Training are not eligible to be considered for the Dean’s List.
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The term “Dean’s List” will be inscribed in the transcript and Examination
Result Slip.

PART X

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE CONFERMENT OF THE BACHELOR DEGREE
OR DIPLOMA

A student shall be eligible to be conferred upon fulfillment of the following
conditions: -

(@)  The student must obtain KB in his final semester;
(b)  The student must pass all courses required in the curriculum; and
(c)  Any other conditions determined by the University.

The Good Academic Standing Award (KBA) shall be given to students who
have fulfilled the conditions of Regulation 10 (1) above.

The Elapsed Good Academic Standing (KBTT) shall be given to students who
do not meet the requirements of Regulation 10 (1) above for utilising the
maximum duration of study.

Students who do not meet the requirements of Regulation 10 (1) above may
be awarded the Bachelor Degree or Diploma with special approval from the
University.

PART Xl
DEFERMENT OF STUDY

A student with a Medical Certificate or a health status and endorsement letter
from a University Medical Officer or Government Hospital/Clinic may apply for
a deferment of study. This period of deferment shall not be counted in the
number of semester utilised.

A student may also apply for deferment of study for reasons other than
medical. The period of this deferment shall count towards the total duration of
study. However, the Senate may give its permission to exclude the period of
deferment from the calculation if the student involved in the industry mode or
Gap Year programme. The application for deferment shall be made no later
than Week 13 of the semester. The maximum leave allowed for deferment is
two (2) semesters.

Where a student is deferred by the University, the period of deferment shall
be counted in the number of semester utilised.

SUSPENSION OF STUDIES
Students may be suspended during their studies due to the following reasons:
() Disciplinary action
(i) Failure to pay the Education Fees

The duration of suspension shall count towards the calculation of the duration
of study at the University.

A student who is suspended from his studies shall not be allowed to utilise
any facility and service of the University.

APPLICATION OF WITHDRAWAL FROM STUDIES

A student is not allowed to withdraw from his studies except with the approval
of the University.

A student is not allowed to abandon his studies before the University decides
on his application.

The student is liable for any and all implications arising from this action. The
University reserves the rights to claim any outstanding debt from the student,
his guarantor or next of kin.

RE-REGISTRATION

A student with KG in his first semester of the first year may apply to the
Faculty to re-register (DS) within six (6) weeks after the Academic Standing
result is announced.

A re-register (DS) student is subject to the following conditions:-

(@ The student is deemed to have utilised two (2) semesters of the
duration of study.

(b) The student shall be terminated from his studies if he fails to obtain KB
in the re-registered semester.

A re-register (DS) student shall register for courses in accordance to the
curriculum of the current academic cohort.
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A student who has been approved for Re-Registration is not allowed for any
Credit Transfer.

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT

Academic misconduct is an offence under the provisions of the Universiti
Teknikal Malaysia Melaka (Discipline of Students) Rules 20009.

PART XVI
CODE OF CONDUCT FOR THE FINAL EXAMINATION

Students are advised to be outside the Examination Hall no less than fifteen
(15) minutes before the examination begins.

Students are required to wait outside the Examination Hall until the
permission to enter is given by the invigilator. Students may be allowed entry
into the Examination Hall fifteen (15) minutes before the examination begins.
When the permission is granted, the students must enter the hall in an orderly
manner through designated entrances.

Students are required to enter the Examination Hall as stated in the
Examination Timetable.

Students are not allowed to enter the Examination Hall thirty (30) minutes
after the examination has begun and to sit for the examination unless with a
reason acceptable by the Chief Invigilator.

Students who arrive late but within the first thirty (30) minutes of the
examination are allowed to sit for the examination however, the ending time of
the examination shall be the same as the other students’.

Students are not allowed to leave the Examination Hall within the first 30
minutes of the examination and within the final 15 minutes of the examination.
A student who wishes to leave the Examination Hall temporarily must obtain
permission from the Chief Invigilator or his representative. The student must
also record his absence in the Student Record Book provided.

Students must obtain their Examination Slips two (2) weeks before the
commencement of the final examination from their respective Faculties.

All students are required to bring along their examination slip and

matriculation card into the Examination Hall. The Examination slip and
matriculation card shall be placed at the top right corner of the desk for
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inspection by the invigilators. Students are not allowed to sit for the
examination if they fail to produce the documents.

Students without examination slip are not allowed to sit for the examination
unless with a written permission from the Examination Supervisor or his
representative.

Students are not allowed to bring in any books, papers, documents,
photographs, notes, any tools in or on which there are written notes,
‘programmable calculators', mobile phones, or any other devices except with
prior permission from the invigilators into or out of the Examination Hall, or
receive any books, papers, documents, photographs, notes, any tools in or on
which there are written notes, 'programmable calculators’, mobile phones, or
any other devices from other person while present in the Examination Hall
except any books, papers, documents, photographs or other devices provided
by the invigilators and permitted by the Vice Chancellor on the
recommendation of the Examiners or Faculty.

All examination necessities and tools loaned to the students must be returned
to the invigilators at the end of the examination.

Five (5) minutes before the start of the examination, students should: -

@) Ensure that they get the correct question papers with the appropriate
number of pages.

(b) Fill in the Attendance Form and the information required on the front
cover of the examination answer sheet/booklet.

Students shall carefully read and follow the instructions printed on the front
cover of the answer sheet/booklet.

Students shall write their identity card number/passport number, matriculation
number, course code, and programme in each answer sheet/booklet and
attachments used. Students should indicate the question numbers answered
in the answer booklets.

Students are not allowed at all to open and read the question paper before
being instructed by the Chief Invigilator.

All answers shall be written using ink, except for diagrams and graph
sketches.

If a student receives an incorrect question paper, the invigilator shall be
informed immediately.

All examination works including rough work must be done in the answer
booklet. The booklet pages must not be torn off.
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The used answer sheet and/or answer booklet are not allowed to be taken out
of the Examination Hall even though they have been damaged or not used
(blank).

During the examination, students must not refer to or use any prohibited
reference materials inside or outside the Examination Hall for the examination
purpose.

Students must not begin answering the examination questions before the
stipulated time or continue answering after the examination has ended.

Students must obey all instructions given by the invigilators in the
Examination Hall.

Students are not allowed to communicate in any manner with other students
during the examination. Students must not give or receive any assistance
related to the examination to/from other students or parties unless permitted
by the invigilators.

Students are not allowed to bring any food into the Examination Hall.

At the end of the examination, students are required to ensure that the answer
sheets/answer booklets are arranged and tied up neatly as instructed.

Students must remain seated after the examination ends and are only allowed
to leave the Examination Hall after being instructed to do so by the Chief
Invigilator.

Students must enter and exit the Examination Hall in an orderly manner.

PENALTY
A student who has committed any academic misconduct or violated the Final
Examination Code of Conduct, after having been tried and found guilty, shall
be liable to any one or more of the following penalties, which shall be imposed

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The following actions may be imposed on any student who fails to settle the
Education Fees, other fees and charges within the stipulated period:

@) Shall be refrained from registering for courses

(b)  The Examination Slip shall be withheld

(c) The examination results shall be withheld

(d) Shall be suspended from his studies

(e) Shall be terminated from his studies

)] Shall be barred from attending the convocation

()  The scroll and academic transcripts shall be withheld

Any student who defers, withdraws, or is terminated from his studies shall be
required to:

(a) settle the Education Fees, other fees and charges for the semester

PREAMBLE

This document outlines the method of implementing policies made by the Senate to
ensure the standard of education and award of the Bachelor degree and Diploma at
the Universiti Teknikal Malaysia Melaka (UTeM). This document shall be read
together with the Academic Regulations for the Bachelor degree and Diploma
programmes and is published to all students, Faculty and staff, all of whom are
responsible for reading and adhering to the methods of implementing those policies.
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ACADEMIC SYSTEM

The University implements the semester academic system. The semester
system is a system that is widely used in local Institutions of Higher Learning.
These Guidelines describe the implementation of the “Academic Regulations
For Bachelor Degree and Diploma Programme of Universiti Teknikal Malaysia
Melaka”.

The University Academic Session is divided into two Regular
Semesters which are Semester | and Semester Il. Each semester
consists of 14 weeks of instructional sessions, 1 week of Mid-Semester
Break, 1 week of Revision Week and 2 weeks of Final Examination.

In addition to these two Regular Semesters, the University also has
one Special Semester which is held during the semester break of the
Academic Session. The Special Semester shall not be considered in
calculating the duration of study for a programme.

For the Bachelor Degree programme, Semester | normally begins in
September of each year, and Semester Il begins in February of the
subsequent year.

For the Diploma programme, there is one (1) Initial Special Semester
which begins before Semester I. This Initial Special Semester normally
begins in June and lasts until August and is made mandatory for all
new students of the Diploma programme.

The Student Orientation Week is normally conducted in the week prior
to commencing of Semester I.

The Academic Session is subject to amendment by the Senate, and
the amendment shall be communicated through Administrative
Circulars/Academic Circulars/Current Academic Calendar.

A student shall be awarded a Bachelor Degree or a Diploma upon the
fulfilment of the credit for graduation and the conditions for graduation.

The semester system is an intensive learning system which uses the
summative and formative assessment methods.

The assessment of student achievement is based on their coursework
and final examination.

Coursework means any assessment made during the instructional
session of a semester such as quizzes, tests, assignments, reports etc.

Academic Advising

The University learning system is very different from school or college
because it is more flexible and intensive, and the system emphasizes
effective time management. A student, with the guidance of his Academic
Advisor, should be able to graduate with good academic achievement.

Each student will be guided by an Academic Advisor who is an academician
appointed by the Faculty to advise students on academic matters. A student
shall consult his Academic Advisor at least twice in each semester (refer to
the Guidelines on Academic Advising).
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Status of Student’s Year of Study

Students are categorised according to their year of study based on the Credit
Earned (KD). The status of the students’ year of study is based on the total of
the current Credit Earned in accordance to the formula KD = (JKL — 6), where
JKL is the Total Number of Regular Credits determined by the Faculty for the
previous year of study.

Conditions for the Conferment of the Bachelor Degree or Diploma
Students who have met all the conditions set by the University shall be
conferred with the Bachelor Degrees or Diplomas in their respective fields
subject to Paragraph 9 (1) Conferment of these Guidelines.

PROGRAMME AND COURSE REGISTRATION

All student candidates must register for programmes and courses according
to the date and period stipulated by the University.

Programme Registration for Candidates

(@)  All candidates must undergo programme registration on the stipulated
date and in accordance with the details stated in the offer letter.

(b)  The procedures for programme registration are as follows:

() On the registration day, candidates must produce the offer letter,
all related original documents, certified copies of related
documents, and other required documents.

(i) Once the students are registered, they are assigned a
matriculation number. The student matriculation number
contains the following information:

Advisors for the selection of courses (please refer to the Faculty
Academic Handbook for the students’ respective cohort).

A student who fails to register for courses may face the following
actions:

A student who fails to register for courses within the Compulsory
Course Registration Period are required to register his courses during
the Late Course Registration Period, which is week 1 and week 2 of
the semester, with penalty. A student who still fails to register for
courses during the Late Course Registration Period shall be dismissed
by the University, except with reasons acceptable by the University,
and are subject to a penalty determined by the University.

New students normally register for courses during the Student
Orientation Week at their respective Faculties with the assistance of
their Academic Advisors. Course registration must be done through the
SMP.

Senior students shall register themselves for courses through the SMP
with the assistance of their Academic Advisors. The details of courses
registered shall be reviewed and approved online by the Academic
Advisors.

Registration of all courses for the subsequent semester shall be
performed by the students during the three (3) weeks period starting
from week 13 to week 15 of the current semester (during the
Compulsory Course Registration Period), subject to the latest Course
Registration Schedule (Jadual Kerja Urusan Pendaftaran Kursus) of
the Semester.

Course Registration Slip shall be printed by the students after their
applications are approved by their Academic Advisors. If the Academic
Advisor rejects the course registration, the student must re-register
together with the Academic Advisor using the dual-login feature during
week 1 and week 2 of the subsequent semester.

Students who fail to register for courses within the Compulsory Course
Registration Period is required to register for the courses during the
Late Course Registration Period with penalty (which is week 1 and
week 2 of the semester) at the Academic Management Division. The
student shall be fined RM25.00 for each course, but not exceeding
RM200.00 for all courses registered.

The process of advancement to the subsequent year of study shall be
performed after all results are endorsed by the Senate. During this
process, the course pre-registration is void for students with KS status
or who failed pre-requisites. These students must re-register at the
Academic Management Division within the first two (2) weeks of the
new semester.
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Re-Registration (DS) students must register for courses at the
Academic Management Division within the first two (2) weeks of the
new semester. The Re-Registration (DS) students are required to
register for courses in the curriculum of the current Academic Session
cohort. The Re-Registration (DS) students are not eligible for any credit
transfer.

Students may add and/or make amendments to their course
registration through the SMP using the dual-login feature with their
Academic Advisors within the first two (2) weeks of the new semester.

In weeks 3 and 4 of the semester, students can only drop courses
through the SMP using the dual-login feature with their Academic
Advisors.

All Bachelor Degree and Diploma students are required to register for
courses according to the minimum and maximum number of credit
hours set for a Regular Semester as shown in Table 5:

A student taking fewer than the minimum credits or more than the
maximum credits must obtain the Dean’s special approval. The student
must apply for the approval using the Course Registration Form and
register at the Academic Management Division.

KS students must register a total of 12 credits only. Under special
circumstances, a KS student may register for fewer or more than 12
credits subject to special approval of the Dean.

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Students must register for courses as stipulated and offered by the
Faculties. However students are allowed to register any course beyond
the curriculum of the current programme as an Audit Course with the
permission of the Dean. If the Audit Course involve other Faculties, the
approval of both Deans are required. The registration of an Audit
Course shall be done within the first two (2) weeks of the semester at
the Academic Management Division and following fees will be charged:

Each course taken in a particular semester shall be registered
correctly by stating the course code, the section, the number of credits,
and the status of the course, such as Repeat Course (UM),
Compulsory Attendance (HW), Compulsory Attendance Repeat Course
(HWUM), Repeat Grade (UG) or Redeem Course (TM).

Any course repeated by the student shall be registered with a UM,
HWUM; or UG status.

A final year student who has fulfilled the conditions of total credits for
graduation but received a KS status may be given the opportunity to
improve his Academic Standing with the approval of the Dean, subject
to the following conditions: -

0] the student is required to repeat several courses (excluding
Projects, Workshops, and Industrial Training) using TM status,
and

(i) the student has not exceeded the maximum duration of study.

If a repeated course has a new code, the student must register for the
course using the new code with a UM status. The equivalency of the
course with the new code to the previous code must be registered by
the Faculty for each cohort involved.

Students are allowed to improve the grades of their courses during the
duration of study, provided that these grades (except for Diploma
Project and Bachelor Degree Final Year Project) are either C- or D.
The permission to improve the course grades is given only once in the

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duration of study.The students must register for the course with the
same code or an equivalent course using the UG status.

A Re-Registration DS student is not allowed to register for courses with
the status of UM or HWUM. The UM or HWUM code must not be used
in the registration because the previous academic records of the Re-
Registration (DS) student have been nullified.

Students must pass the pre-requisite course before registering for a
course with pre-requisite condition.

Students are responsible for checking and ensuring that all information
stated in the Course Registration Slip is correct. The slip must be
retained by the students for future reference.

The registration of courses shall be made according to procedures as
prescribed by the Senate. Non-compliant registrations shall not be
accepted or considered.

(6) Initial Special Semester

(@) New Diploma students must complete the Initial Special Semester
which is conducted before the start of Semester I. The Initial Special
Semester begins in June and ends in August. The guidelines for
conducting the Initial Special Semester are similar to that of the Special
Semester, subject to the following conditions:

4. CREDIT SYSTEM

In the semester system, each course has a credit value, except for any course
approved by the Senate. Credit refers to a quantitative measurement of all
learning activities or academic load to achieve specific learning outcomes.
Learning outcomes are statements of students’ ability at the end of a period of
study.

To achieve the learning outcomes, students need to effectively allocate
learning hours (also known as Student Learning Time). Student Learning
Time includes time to accomplish all learning activities including formal
meetings (such as lectures), guided learning (such as tutorials, seminars,
practicum, and fieldwork), individual learning (such as self-directed learning,
information search, and research) as well as preparing and sitting for the
examination.

As a general guideline, students need to spend 40 hours of learning time for a
credit hour in a course.

For a semester with 14-weeks instructional session, one (1) credit hour is
equivalent to:-
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One (1) hour per week lecture; or
Two (2) hours — three (3) hours per week laboratory or workshop

session; or

Two (2) hours per week supervised tutorial session; or

Three (3) hours per week problem-based learning activities, e-learning

modules, site visits and coursework projects activities.

One (1) credit hour is also equivalent to three (3) hours per week Final Year
Project/Diploma Project activities or Integrated Design Project activities
inclusive of meeting with supervisor.

One (1) credit hour is also equivalent to 2 weeks industrial training activities.

As a guide to estimate independent learning time, students may spend:
4 hours revision period for any 1 hour assessment
1 hour preparation for every 1 hour of lecture

1 hour of preparation for every 2 hours of laboratory, workshop or
supervised tutorial session.

Credit For Graduation

Credit for graduation is the number of credits in a curriculum structure
determined by the Faculty and approved by the Senate that a student must
pass in order to graduate.

Credit Earned

Credit Earned refers to the total credits earned for courses passed, or the
combination of courses passed with any Credit Transfer.

Credit Counted

Credit Counted refers to the number of credits obtained for courses passed
and is taken into account in the calculation of the GPA and the CGPA. Credits
for courses with UM, UG, and TM status are not counted in the CGPA
calculation.

Semester Credit Load

(@)  Students must take at least 12 credits per semester except in the final
semester.

(b) The Bachelor of Engineering degree and Diploma students are allowed
to take a maximum of 18 credits each semester. Non-engineering
Bachelor degree students are allowed to take a maximum of 20 credits.
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(c) Students who wish to take more than the maximum credits must seek
the approval from the Dean and are limited to 22 credits only.

(d) Students with KS status are allowed to take only 12 credits in the
subsequent semester. Under certain circumstances, students may
register for more or fewer than 12 credits, subject to the Dean’s special
approval.

Increase and Decrease of Credits

Students can add or drop courses, within the prescribed period with the
approval of the Academic Advisor.

Credit Transfer

Credit Transfer is a provision that allows credit obtained by students after
attending and passing certain courses at the University or at any institution of
higher learning (IHL), whether domestically or abroad to be transferred to the
current programme attended at the University. The courses that have been
taken must be recognised as equivalent and meet the requirements of the
current programme curriculum. If approved, the total credits transferred will be
counted as part of the credits for graduation but may or may not be counted in
GPA and CGPA calculations, subject to the conditions for Credit Transfer with
Grade and Credit Transfer without Grade (also known as Credit Exemption).
As a result of the approved Credit Transfer, students are not required to
register and attend the equivalent course at the University. The duration of
their study will be shortened.

@) Credit Transfer With Grades

(i) Itis a provision provided by the Academic Regulations under the
semester system that aims to facilitate student mobility.

(i)  The conditions for Credit Transfer with Grades are as follows: -

(@) the student is still in the programme of study;

The total permissible Credit Transfer is according to
Table 9 For Credit Transfers involving credits from other
universities, the number of credits allowed for transfer is
subject to the conditions of residency as follows:

The curriculum of the course that has been passed is at
least 80% equivalent to the curriculum of the course
being followed at the University; and

The course applied for the Credit Transfer must be from
an accredited/recognised programme by an authorised
body in the country concerned.

A student who fails in any course, including courses with the
Compulsory Attendance Course (HW) status, are required to repeat the
same or equivalent course until a pass is obtained. For the purpose of
the CGPA calculation, Credit Counted and the latest Grade Point Value
of the repeated course shall be taken into account and the previous
Credit Counted and Grade Point Value shall be annulled.

A student who fails in any elective courses need not necessarily repeat
the same course. For the purpose of calculating the CGPA, Credit
Counted and Grade Point Value of the new elective course shall be
taken into account and the previous Credit Counted and Grade Point
Value shall be annulled.

A student who fails Third Language or Co-Curriculum course is allowed
to repeat other Third Language or Co-Curriculum course. For the
purpose of calculating the CGPA, Credit Counted and the Grade Point
Value of the new course shall be taken into account and the previous
Credit Counted as well as the Grade Point Value shall be annulled.

€) In the semester system, the evaluation of learning, including Industrial
Training, is done continuously and periodically in the form of
summative and formative assessments of learning activities during the
instructional sessions. Students must always be ready to undergo any
form of evaluation. There are two (2) types of assessment i.e.
coursework and final examination.

(b) The weightage is as shown in Table 11.

shall be barred from any form of futher instructional meetings,
coursework and final examination evaluation.

Procedures to be taken in cases of absenteeism are as follows:

(i) The reminder and warning letter will be issued by the lecturer
concerned using a form prescribed by the University.

(i)  When a student is absent for more than 20%, the lecturer shall
report him to the Dean of the student’s Faculty using a form
prescribed by the University.

(iv)  Upon due consideration, the Dean of Faculty may inform the
student that he is barred from attending any form of instructional
meetings and/or related activities specified in a course and from
sitting for any form of evaluation. The student will be given zero
(0) mark for that particular course.

Tests

Tests are questions that aim to test the students’ in-depth
understanding and the application of the subject matter. The duration

of the test is usually 1 hour.

Assignments

The purpose of assignments is to train students in independent
research and detailed study and to present it as an academic report. It
can also be considered as a means for the students to complement
their lecture notes and to train them to solve problems related to the
subject matter. Assignments can be given in the following forms:

0] Solving problems, writing essays, or producing reports on

specific topics.

(i) Tasks which require inquiry-based learning or the use of
computer software and programming to solve problems.

(i)  Technical reports such as laboratory reports.

(iv)  Assignments can be given as individual work or group work.

Coursework evaluation can be implemented in any other form with the

The Final Examination is held for two (2) weeks at the end of the
semester. It is the final evaluation for particular courses determined by

the Faculty.

The duration of the final examination depends on the credit hours of
the course as illustrated in Table 9 :-

The venue and time for the final examination shall be determined by
the University. Students are allowed to sit for the final examination at
other venues subject to the following conditions:
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0] The student shall submit a written application to the Dean of
Faculty before the course final examination begins;

(i) The student must submit the Medical Certificate or the
endorsement letter issued by the Medical Officer of a
government hospital/ clinic or the University Medical Officer no
later than 24 hours upon receipt of the documents.

(iv)  If the student submits a Medical Certificate or an endorsement
letter issued by a private hospital/clinic, the document must be
accompanied by a verification from the Medical Officer of the
University or a government hospital/ clinic.

(v) If approved, the student shall be subjected to the same
timetable, duration, and procedures on the conduct of the final
examination as other students.

A student is allowed to request for a Special Examination subject to the
approval of the Senate. Upon approval, the Academic Management
Division will send a notification letter to the Faculty to arrange for the
Special Examination. The Faculty shall manage the conduct of the
Special Examination on its own.

The Special Examination of Semester | shall be held no later than two
(2) weeks after the commencement of the Semester Il. For Semester I,
the Special Examination shall be held no later than three (3) weeks
after the announcement of Semester Il examination results. For the
Initial Special Semester, the Special Examination shall be held no later
than the first (1) week after the commencement of Semester |I.

The Special Examination may be held for the following cases:
0] Medical Cases

(@) A student who is unable to sit for the final examination by
reason of having a Medical Certificate issued by the
Medical Officer of the University or a government
hospital/ clinic, must submit the Medical Certificate to the
Faculty within 24 hours after the commencement of the
course’s final examination, unless for a reason
acceptable to the University. If the student obtains the
Medical Certificate from a private hospital/ clinic, it must
be verified by the Medical Officer of the University or
government hospital/ clinic.

The results for that particular semester will be recorded as
Incomplete (TS) until the Special Examination results are
obtained.

The results from the Special Examination are considered
in the calculation of Credit Earned and Credit Counted to
determine the student's GPA, CGPA, and Academic
Standing.

In the case of the final semester students, those allowed
to sit for the Special Examination are:

() a student who obtains Good Academic Standing (KB)
but fails one repeated course (UM), on the condition
that he has repeated the same course every time it is
offered.

(i) a student who obtains Good Academic Standing (KB)
but fails one course in the final two semesters, and
the student has not yet exceeded the maximum
duration of study.

The result of the Special Examination shall be stated in
the transcript of the examination as ‘Special Examination
Pass’ (LPK) with a HL grade for students who passed or
‘Special Examination Fail’ (GPK) with a HG grade for
students who failed the course. If the student passed, the
course credit shall be counted as Credit Earned but shall
not be counted in the GPA and the CGPA. The original
coursework marks shall not be considered. Only the
marks for the Special Examination shall be considered
and are limited to only 40%.

If a student fails the Special Examination, he is required
to repeat the course in any semester it is offered, and he
must be registered as a full time student as long as the
maximum duration of study has not been utilised.

The Faculty may also allow the student to register as a
Special Student in Week 1 until Week 2 of the following
semester. The student is not required to attend any
instructional meeting. The evaluation is based on the
coursework marks of the previous semester and the final
examination marks of the current semester. If he passes,
the course credit shall be counted as Credit Earned and
considered in the calculation of the GPA and the CGPA.

The Special Examination shall not be held for the following cases:
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0] Courses without final examinations.

The Final Year Project (PSM) consists of two parts i.e PSM | and PSM
Il which shall be offered and evaluated separately.

Passing PSM I is the pre-requisite condition for taking PSM II.

The method of evaluation shall be determined by the Faculty. The PSM
evaluation is usually done through reports, student presentation, final
product and a final report which includes all the tasks performed in
PSM | and PSM II.

The PSM final report shall be submitted in the form of hardcopy,
bound to the specifications of the Faculty, and a softcopy in an
appropriate medium.

The Faculty shall record all the marks in the SMP within the prescribed
timeframe as any other courses.

The examination results shall be suspended if the PSM final report is
incomplete or fails to fulfill the specifications determined by the Faculty.

The Industrial Training evaluation shall be carried out by the Faculty
and the industry.

The method of evaluation for Industrial Training is determined by the
Faculty. The evaluation is usually carried out based on the report of the
Industry Supervisor, the University’s Supervisor, the student daily log
book, the student’s presentation, and a final report consisting of the
description of tasks and experience gained during the training.

For non-engineering Bachelor Degree programmes, the Faculty shall
submit the Industrial Training’s marks within the stipulated time frame.
For engineering Bachelor Degree programmes and all Diplomas, the
marks for Industrial Training shall be submitted in the next Regular
Semester.

For non-engineering Bachelor Degree programmes the Industrial
Training marks are given separately for both parts (the Industrial
Training and the Industrial Report). If the student fails the Industrial
Training, the Industrial Report will automatically be accorded a Course
Withdrawal (TD) status.

A student may lodge a course grade appeal within a stipulated time
frame and is subject to conditions determined by the University.

The lecturer shall mark the answer scripts, enter the marks and
determine the course grade within seven (7) days after the last day of
the final examination week. All course grades shall then be posted on
the student portal for review upon the expiry of this period.

A student who is dissatisfied with the course grades obtained is
allowed to lodge a formal appeal to the Faculty to re-evaluate the
grades.

The student shall appeal within seven (7) days after the course grades
are posted on the student portal.

The appeal shall be made using a form which can be obtained at the
Academic Management Division. The student shall submitt the form to
the Academic Management Division upon payment of RM50.00 for
each course. This payment is non-refundable regardless of the
outcome of the appeal.

In the case of an appeal, the Academic Management Division shall
liaise with the Faculty that offers the courses. The Faculty shall re-
evaluate and re-mark the student’s answer script.

The Faculty shall report the findings to the Academic Management
Division and the decision of the appeal shall be updated in the SMP.

The Academic Management Division shall notify the student of the
decision of the appeal.

Any appeal received after the time frame or is contrary to the
procedure prescribed shall not be entertained.

Conduct of The Final Examination

0] The Examination Supervisor is the Registrar.

(i) The Examination Supervisor is responsible to ensure that
examinations are properly conducted and monitored.
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Where an examination is interrupted by an unforeseen
circumstance, for example power failure, encroachment of wild
animals etc. and the students have received the question
papers, the Chief Invigilator shall immediately stop the
examination and quarantine the students in the Examination Hall
for a period of not more than thirty (30) minutes from the
occurrence of the interruption, and the Chief Invigilator shall
inform the Examination Supervisor. If the interruption is resolved
within thirty (30) minutes from its occurrence, the Chief
Invigilator shall resume the examination and an extra time equal
to the length of time the examination is interrupted will be given.
If the interruption is not resolved within thirty (30) minutes from
its occurrence, the Chief Invigilator shall inform the Examination
Supervisor. The Chief Invigilator shall than announce the
cancelation of the examination and the examination will be
rescheduled to a later date.

The Examination Supervisor shall appoint the Chief Invigilator,
Invigilators, and the Assistant Invigilators for every final
examination. The invigilators shall consist of the academic staff,
while the Assistant Invigilators consist of the non-academic staff.

The Chief Invigilator, the Invigilators, and the Assistant
Invigilators are responsible to the Examination Supervisor.

The Chief Invigilator/Assistant Chief Invigilator shall
ensure that student attendance is accurately recorded.

The Chief Invigilator/Assistant Chief Invigilator shall
announce the important of examination rules, the start
time and the end time of the examination (Code of
Conduct for the Final Examination).

The Chief Invigilator shall announce to the students when
they have only 15 minutes left before the end of the
examination.

If any student is permitted to leave and return to the
Examination Hall for any reason, the Chief
Invigilator/Assistant Chief Invigilator shall ensure that the
student does so under sufficient supervision while he is
outside the Examination Hall. Before leaving the
Examination Hall, the student must record his absence in
the Student Record Book provided. Each student is only
allowed no more than five (5) minutes outside the hall,
unless with valid reason.

The Chief Invigilator may forbid any student who violates
the examination procedures from taking the examination.

The Chief Invigilator/Assistant Chief Invigilator shall
report any violation of the examination procedures to the
Examination ~ Supervisor or his  representative
immediately.

The Chief Invigilator may allow a student to leave the
Examination Hall if he wishes to submit his answer
booklet and/or script before the final 15 minutes of the
examination period.

The Chief Invigilator shall instruct the invigilators to
collect all answer booklets and/or scripts while the
students are still seated. Any blank or unused answer
booklets and/or answer sheets shall be collected
separately.

The Chief Invigilator shall be responsible for counting and
confirming the number of answer booklets collected.
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()] The Chief Invigilator shall be responsible for delivering
the answer booklets and/or scripts to the Examination
Supervisor or his representative. Any blank or unused
answer booklets and/or answer sheets shall also be
surrendered.

These measurements are then used to determine the students’ Academic
Standing.

Scroll and Transcript

document confirming the student’s academic achievement.

(b) The student shall be given a copy of the original transcript which states
the overall assessment results of his study at the University.
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The scroll and transcript shall only be released to the student subject to
the settlement of all debts, other charges, or overdue payments to the
University.

The scroll and transcript shall only be issued once to a student and
shall not be re-issued for damaged or lost scroll and transcript. If the
scroll and/or transcript are lost or damaged, the University shall only
produce a copy of the scroll or transcript based upon the student’s
application according to the procedures and payment of fees as
follows:-
